	Topic for this term:
	Celebrating Difference

	Any further details about this term’s topic:
	Children will explore the Caribbean by using atlases to identify islands, map routes from the UK, and compare the Greater and Lesser Antilles. They will learn about island life, wildlife, weather, climate change, and differences between volcanic and coral islands. Through reading, poetry, eco‑activities, and creative tasks such as travel guides, nature collages, pirate flags, and treasure maps, pupils will develop geography, literacy, and artistic skills. They will compare Wales with the Caribbean, study Harri Morgan’s voyages, interpret weather data, and write instructions for hurricane safety, building a rich understanding of tropical environments and their unique cultures.
The second half of the term will see us learning about the Windrush generation. Children explore the post‑WWII Caribbean context by learning why many families chose to migrate, creating “Postcards from the Caribbean” to explain their decisions. Through push–pull factor activities, they examine work, education, storms, and opportunities in the UK. Using texts like Coming to England, pupils discuss respect, inclusion, and the challenges newcomers faced on arrival at Tilbury Docks. They pack a “virtual suitcase” of heritage items, compare Wales with the Caribbean, and create welcome posters. Research into Windrush figures and people of Caribbean heritage in Wales helps children understand their skills, contributions, and role in building the NHS and modern Britain.
Children will then explore the history of resistance in Caribbean Carnival, learning how it began as a celebration of freedom and the survival of African traditions. Through class discussions, music listening, and images of costumes and drums, they consider why people celebrate after being freed and how dance expresses strength. Pupils write Anansi folktales, practise calypso and soca rhythms, and design meaningful masks symbolising identity and resilience. Food‑tasting and recipe writing deepen cultural understanding, while comparing Caribbean and British foods supports healthy‑eating learning. A parade, exhibition, and steel‑pan performance help children reflect on how Caribbean diversity enriches our community.

We encourage children to read to an adult and practise their spellings at home each week. The next spelling lists will be uploaded on to Google Classroom at the start of May. Children can access this by using their Hwb email and there will be a weekly spelling test on a Thursday. Please ensure that your child has their reading book in school every day. As part of the curriculum, all children take part in both English and Welsh guided reading weekly. Reading books will be sent home on a Friday, so that children can read over the weekend and should be returned to school on a Monday. 
If your child is in Year 3 please could you also help your child with learning their multiplications including the 10, 5, 2, 3- and 4-times tables. 

If your child is in Year 4 please could you help your child with learning all of the multiplications up to 12 x 12.

	Any other general reminders (not specific to your class) that you think should be included on the information sheet.
	Your child will need a healthy snack at break time and may bring a water bottle to school. Please ensure all clothing and water bottles are labelled with your child’s name. Children will also need to bring a coat to school. On a Wednesday morning, Year 3 learners will participate in outdoor learning and gardening sessions, so pupils will also need to bring a spare pair of wellies to school in a bag. Year 4 will also be participating in outdoor learning and parents will be informed as to when these lessons will take place.
Children will be provided with all the equipment that they will need to use within the classroom, however if your child would like to bring a pencil case to school, they can leave it in their school bag and use it when instructed.
